The goal is to teach PhD students how to plan their future academic carrier and how to prepare during their
studies at the Doctoral School at the WUT to efficiently execute such a plan. Well-informed and carefully
designed plan is necessary for the success in finding a good job in academia that satisfies aspirations of young
researchers and exploits skills and expertise acquired during the PhD studies.

3. Course content (separate for each type of classes)

Lecture

Seminar is going to be a mixture of a presentation by the lecturer and presentations by participants of the course.
The lecturer will give an overview of different aspects, paths and funding sources available in academia. Each
theoretical introduction will be then put into practice by students who will be designing specific plans for
academic carrier and will execute this plan: for example, by writing a grant proposal, applying for a position in

a research group, or being interviewed for a job.
